COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Looking for a summer hat or fascinator for a special occasion like weddings, teas, graduations, or casual 

fashion hats? Learn to choose from several types of fine millinery straw bodies, bases and yardage, then 

block, stitch and embellish them to your liking. Create big brimmed beauties, boaters, small cocktail 

hats/headbands, cloches, and/or Fedoras.  Several styles can be completed in the course.  Students will 

learn to block over wooden hat blocks, stiffening solutions, wiring, stitching techniques, plus a wide 

spectrum of beautiful embellishments—French flower making (with heated tools), feather work and 

numerous ribbon cockades and hatbands.

• 1 SHARP FABRIC SCISSORS  

• 1/4–1/2 YARD REMNANTS OF 100% NATURAL FABRICS (WASHED): SILK, LINEN, COTTON, RAYON…NO 

SYNTHETICS!  

• 1 APRON/OLD SHIRT  

• 1 OLD TOWEL  

• 1 SEWING BASKET WITH VARIOUS COLORS OF SEWING THREAD, TAPE MEASURE, BEAD-HEAD PINS, 

3/4” WIDE ELASTIC, VARIOUS SIZE HAND-SEWING NEEDLES, THIMBLE IF NEEDED 

• 1 SPRAY BOTTLE  

• ANY RIBBON, BEADS, BUTTONS, ETC., FOR TRIM 

• LATEX-TYPE GLOVES (OPTIONAL)  

• Flash drive (to protect and save data to and from Library computers)
