COURSE DESCRIPTION 

Bring fun, pizzaz, color, design, and POP to your ceramic surface design! Students in this workshop will 

create painterly slab mugs using colored clays, as well as coiled, pinched, and paddled large coil vessels, 

and maybe some jewelry! This workshop will cover handle designs, how to create and use vinyl stencils, 

testing and altering glazes, and application techniques for glazes and underglazes for even coverage. 

Those with some prior clay experience are welcome for this "handy" workshop.   

 

WHAT TO BRING 

• Red Mudtools rib, yellow Mudtools rib, metal rib, apron, sketchbook, scoring tool, needle tool, wire 

cutter, some sort of clay cutting knife, a paint palette/tiny containers, small hand extruder (the ones 

that make like thin spaghetti haha), brushes they like, texturing tools they like, cork backed ruler (18” 

preferred), Mudtools rasp, ponyroller, pottery sponges, and any other tools that cater to your 

making!    

• Flash drive (to protect and save data to and from Library computers)
