COURSE DESCRIPTION 

In this workshop students will hand build two complete plate settings including an entree plate, 

appetizer plate, soup bowl and cups. In addition, students will make a pitcher and candlesticks to 

complete our table for two. The workshop will will cover pinch, coil and carve techniques, as well as 

decorative finishes in wax resist and Mishima. Students will spend ample time decorating their pots at 

the green stage with underglazes, while extensively discussing imagery, color and drawing. Students of 

all skill levels are welcome.

• variety of brushes for painting on pots. i like calligraphy brushes or the bamboo handled ones  

• Kemper PT 345  

• kemper PT 325  

• kemper PTM 15  

• kemper PTM 20  

• xiem SSR2A (tiny metal rib)  

• mud tools yellow rib YO, all or some of the other mud tools yellow ribs Y2,Y3,Y4,Y5  

• sur form, wire tool, serrated rib, needle tool, knife  

• Flash drive (to protect and save data to and from Library computers)
